Beyond Beats and Rhymes: A Hip-Hop Head Weighs in on Manhood in Hip-
Hop Culture

In this powerful documentary, former college football star Byron Hurt examines the
underpinnings of hip-hop culture, mapping its shadow side as a zone of
hypermasculinity, misogyny and homophobia. With exceeding courage, Hurt (an
avowed hip-hop "head") plunges deep into his experience of culture and identity,
detailing the cohesive voice that hip-hop music has afforded to disenfranchised
urban communities, and the pained masculinity of '‘gangsta rap’', exhorting violence

against women and gays and among black men themselves.

About SOCE

A computer programmer on Wall Street by day.. Level 27 Hip Hop Spellcaster by
night, SOCE is the Local Jewish, Gay, White MC. He has been described as the male
Lil Kim and the white Eminem. He® been on MTV, VH1, Logo, HERE and in
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numerous German, Austrian and Swiss magazines. He was featured in WNYC and

Sirius Satellite Radio, OutQ 106, Raw Dog Comedy, and Shade 45 (where he
recently won their first ever gay hip hop battle). The wizard has been filmed in

three documentaries on gay rappers.

Director, Byron Hurt, and Hip-Hop singer, SOCE, will be in attendance for a

discussion and Q&A session with the audience. Light refreshment will be served.
