A documentary that looks deep inside the world of one of the most prolific, talented, and
outrageous New York theater artists of the last two decades. This is the true-life story of
Charles Busch, beloved playwright, actor, novelist, drag artist, and star of the films Die

Mommie Die!, Psycho Beach Party, and of the classic play Vampire Lesbians of Sodom.

Filmmakers will be in attendace, after the screening join us for a Q&A panel discussion with the audience.
