Queens, NY (February 3, 2010) --Queens' first and only independent film/video series
begins its Spring 2010 Season Premiere with a special selection of recent short films from
Spain. The Program includes Lost Souls, about two young boys in love after the Spanish
Civil War; They Tell, a lesbian love story about a break up; The Pictures, a secret love
story revealed through a family's portraits; Neighbors, a story where mother and son
discover love and happiness across their hall way; Cover Me, a mime discovers fatherhood
in London; and Cannibals about the possible bonds that men forge when cruising in public

places.

Almas Perdidas / Lost Souls

Dir. Julio de la Fuente, 2008, 15 min.

Two young boys fall in love in the aftermaths of the Spanish Civil War. Each one goes
separate ways, but the memories still hunt on of them forever.

Dicen / They Tell

Dir. Juanma Carrillo, 2008, 11 min.

A love story between two young women whose brake up offers an intense look into their
inner selves, and the conflicts of their decisions.
