Brilliantly funny, and provocatively sexy this film takes us through the dream of a womant
transformed into a sheep. In love and in lust with her handsome, butch ranch hand, she

delights in being her animal self, and finds an unexpected and empowering freedom.

Heartland, Dir. Mark Christopher, USA, 2007, 12 min.
Young Gudmanson goes home to help his father with the farm for two weeks, and finds out
he has to work with an old high school rival. The two young men are forced to work and find

that they have more in common than they would have thought.

Night Trade, Dir. Barbara Karpinski, Australia, 20XX, 13 min.
A young immigrant man works his trade in the busy streets of an Australian metropolis. He

is looking for something that may never comeE
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Incomplete Stories of New York, Dir. Deniz Buga, USA, 2008, 21 min.
After leaving his home and his lover back in Turkey, a young artist finds himself alone and

in much need of cash and affection.

Single, Sexy, Bilingual, Dir, Barbara Karpinski, Australia 20xx, 12 min.
A lipstick lesbian goes to rescue his Russian grandfather from nursing only to find out

freedom and the possibility of love.

Sing Me Spanish Techno, Dir. Michael Palmieri, USA, 2008, 5 min.

A poorly attended performance by drag legend Juanita More takes an unexpected turn when
she strikes up a conversation with a mysterious young man at the bar. Music by the New
Pornographers.
